Brandon did not miss out on the musical traits and is an accomplished player on the mandolin, guitar, banjo, dobro, bass, and fiddle.  Throughout Brandon’s career he has worked with Grammy award winning Melvin Goins, The Bluegrass Brothers, the Stanleys, Earl Scruggs, and many more.
